“We take biliteracy development of young children as the clearest index of additive schooling.  Simply put, if you are a parent and your child is not graduating elementary school literate in two languages, you are being shortchanged by the school system.  The system is serving somebody else’s needs and interests, but not yours.  There is no magic in teaching children to learn how to read and write in two languages.  It takes, of course, committed leadership by the principal, well trained instructional staff, sound bilingual pedagogy, well trained staff, and the wherewithal to mediate constraints imposed by the system.”
